2.4 Title Page 

Leave a space of 4 cm on the title page blank. Type the title, leave a space of 1 cm and type author and co-authors names as indicated on the first page. Please condense information for authors from the same company/institution. Leave another space of 1 cm and type the abstract at a width of 12 cm, in the centre of the page (indent left and right 1.8 cm). Leave another space of 1 cm and provide 5 ‘Keywords’. Leave two lines blank before starting the first paragraph.  

2.5 General Lay-Outs 

· Use single line spacing throughout the document. 

· Keep all text aligned “justify”, and only “centre” the chapter title, author’s name affiliation, captions and legends of illustrations. 

· Start a new paragraph by indenting it from the left margin, without leaving a blank line, except after a sub-heading. 

2.5 Paragraph Sub-Headings

· Keep headings flushed left (“Align Text Left”). 

· Number headings and sub-headings consecutively in Arabic numbers and type them in bold. 

2.6 Word Paragraph templates
This Word document is also a Word template; it provides paragraph styles for Title, Authors, Abstract, Heading 1-3, Standard Intended, Enumeration-Bullets and References. Using these styles will help you to fulfil our requirements.

References must be listed in the order they appear in the text.

1. Illustrations 

1.1 General Remarks 
· It is the submitting author’s responsibility to secure necessary permissions to reproduce illustrations copyrighted by someone else, unless it is their original work.

· Number tables and figures consecutively. The text should include references to all illustrations.
· Incorporate illustrations in the text, as close as possible to the first reference. 

· Illustrations should be centred on the page, except for very small figures (max. width 7 cm), which may be placed side by side. Centre figure captions below the figure, table captions above the table. 

· Please place pictures into the continuous text (using “In line with text”) and avoid free positioning or text frames.

1.2 Illustration Format
· A resolution of 200 dpi should be sufficient.

· Font sizes in illustrations:

· the minimum font size for characters in tables is 10 points, and for lettering in other illustrations, 8 points.
2. Fine Tuning 

· Type area: Do not end a page with one or more blank lines, except (a) to avoid ‘widow’ headings; (b) at the end of a chapter. 

· Capitalization: Use initial capitals in chapter titles and headings, with the exception of prepositions, articles and other ‘form-words’, e.g.: “the”, “about” and “in”. 

· Page numbers: Please delete any page numbers and/or running headlines before printing the manuscript.
